BIXBY MARIONETTE TRUST COMMITTEE (13 members — 2 year term)
Any resident of the Saline Area School District is eligible for appointment. This
Committee is charged with managing the storage, display and promotion of the
Bixby Marionette collection. Meets quarterly on the second Monday of the
month.

BUSINESS DEVELOPMENT ASSOCIATION (BDA)

%_12 members — 2 year terms, appointed by Economic Development Corp.)
he BDA exists for the purposes of promoting the economic well being of the

community; establishing public and private liaisons to manage the business

districts; enhancing the physical characteristics of the community; promoting,

spo_nsorm%_and bringing about cultural, employment and commercial revitali-

zation within the city. No regularly scheduled meeting dates.

CELTIC FESTIVAL COMMITTEE (7 members — annual appointment)
This Committee is charged with planning, organizing and fundraising for the
annual Celtic Festival held in recognition of our sister city relationship

with Brecon, Wales. Meets the second Thursday of each month.

CEMETERY BOARD OF APPEALS (5 members — annual appointment)
This Board meets as needed to hear appeals from the rules and regulations of
Oakwood Cemetery. Where there are practical difficulties or unnecessary
hardships in the way of carrying out the strict letter of the cemetery rules and
regulations, or where a unique problem not covered by the cemetery rules and
regulations, the parties affected may appeal to the Cemetery Board of Appeals.

CIVIL RIGHTS COMMISSION (7 members — 2 year terms

This Commission has all the powers within its geographical jurisdiction which
the state commission has under the provisions of ACT No. 453 of the Public Acts
of Michigan of 1976. (Inactive since 2006)

CONSTRUCTION BOARD OF APPEALS (3 members — 2 year terms)
Members of this Board shall be qualified by experience or training to perform
the duties of members of the board of appeals. This Board meets as necessary
to hear appeals and render and file its decision on matters relating to the city
refusing to grant an application for a building permit or if the city makes any
other decision pursuant to or related to the State Construction Code.

ENVIRONMENTAL COMMISSION (7 members — annual appointment)
The Environmental Commission reviews all matters of environmental
importance to the city such as site plans, ordinances and other matters referred
to 1t by the Council and makes recommendations thereon to the City Council.
Meets the third Wednesday of the month at 7:00 p.m.
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HISTORIC DISTRICT COMMISSION (7 members — 3 year terms)
Members of this Commission are to foster historic preservation activities,
projects, and programs in the city. They are to establish and oversee historic
districts. The intent of the Saline Historic District Commission in establishing
Local Historic Districts is to preserve the unique character of each district as
an integral part of the Saline Community. Meets the fourth Tuesday of each
month, 7:30 p.m.

LOCAL ACCESS CABLE TELEVISION COMMISSION (5 members
(Members appointed annually. Two members appointed by the Mayor and three
members appointed by the Saline Area School Boar_d.?]

The LACTV Commission is charged with the oversignt of the local access
channels assigned to the City of Saline by the Cable TV Franchise Ordinance and
shall assist in providing local access television services to the community.
Generally meets monthly on Wednesdays (not same week each month).

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY
(11 members — 4 year terms)

TAX INCREMENT FINANCE AUTHORITY, ECONOMIC DEVELOP-
MENT CORPORATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT TRUST
FUND (11 members — 6 year terms)

The purpose of these 4 boards are to alleviate and prevent conditions of
unemployment, to assist and retain local industries and commercial enterprises,
to stren%then and revitalize the economy of the City of Saline, to provide means
and methods for the encouragement and assistance of industrial and commercial
enterprises in locating, purchasing, constructing, reconstructing, modermzm%,
improving, maintaining, repairing, furnishing, equipping, and expanding in the
City of Saline, and to encourage the location and expansion of commercial
enterprises in the City of Saline. Meets at least quarterly - usually on a Monday.

LOCAL OFFICERS COMPENSATION COMMISSION (5 members)
The Commission determines the salaries of each local elected official.

Meets in the odd numbered year, ie. 2005, 2007, etc. with the exact date to be
determined early in the year.

PARKS COMMISSION (9 members -2 yr terms)

The Commission has the authority and ﬁower to operate a system of public parks
and playgrounds in the city, including the planning, construction and
maintenance of such public parks and playgrounds. Meets the third Tuesday of
each month, 7:30 p.m.

PLANNING COMMISSION (9 members - 3 year terms? )
Promotes mummﬁal planning; makes and adopts a master plan for the physical
development of the city, including any areas outside of its boundaries which, in
the commission’s judgment, bear relation to the planning of the city. Review
and approves all site plans for development in the city. ~ Meets the second and
fourth Wednesday of each month, 7:30 p.m.

SALINE DISTRICT LIBRARY BOARD (7 members - 2 year terms)

This Board oversees the development and operation of the district library. Four
members are appointed by the City and three members appointed by the Saline
Area School Board.
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SALINE YOUTH COUNCIL (13 members - 1 year terms?]

The Youth Council consists of 13 members selected from high school age
students who reside in the Saline Area School District. The Youth Council’s
mission is to serve as a conduit between the local government and its younger
constituents. The Youth Council is charged with the authority and responsibility
of making recommendations to the City of Saline concerning the needs and
concerns of the youth and community.

TAX BOARD OF REVIEW (3 members - 3 year terms)

The Board meets on the third Monday in March to review the roll and to consider
any complaints which property owners may make in person, or by attorneys; the
Board continues to meet on successive days as necessary to hear all concerns.
Before the first Monday in April the Board meets to complete its review of the
roll, which is the basis for the levy and collection of all general taxes in the city
for the next fiscal year. A December Board of Review is also held.

ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS (7 members - 3 year terms)

This Board hears and decides appeals from the Zoning Ordinance or decisions
made by an administrative official charged with the enforcement of an ordinance.
Also rr]1ears and acts on requests for variances. Meets the first Thursday of each
month.
