INSTALL WATER METER

The undersigned hereby applies for permission from the City Manager to install a city approved and
owned water meter to measure the water which is not discharged into the city sanitary sewer system.
Such water meter shall be acquired and installed at the expense of the undersigned and shall be made
available to city inspection and re-approval at all reasonable times. When such approved water meter
has been installed with the permission of the City Manager, such user shall be charged for all water
which is not discharged into the city sanitary sewer system, as measured by said specifically approved
meter, at the water user rates established by ordinance, or resolution, adopted by the City Council, and
no charge for sanitary sewer service based on said water usage shall be made as long as said water is
not discharged, directly or indirectly, into the city sanitary sewer system.

The undersigned agrees to the following conditions:

1. That the inspection plans and construction be approved by the City's Building Inspector by
obtaining a plumbing permit at the Saline Building Department. Final inspection and approval of
irrigation systems shall include submitting a copy of the backflow preventer test report by a State
of Michigan qualified tester for all testable devices to the City. All testable backflow prevention
devices shall be tested at the time of installation, immediately after repairs or relocation, and
annually thereafter. Test reports shall be submitted to the City.

2. The installation will be made between the regular meter service and the water main which will
then measure only the water used for exterior purposes. The property owner is responsible
for performing the required plumbing between the regular meter service and the water
main and paying any and all costs associated with said plumbing and testing (initial and
future testing).

3. The water meter will be supplied and installed by the City and the applicant shall pay a fee,
depending on size, in advance or when the permit is obtained (fee schedule on the reverse
side of this form).

4, That the applicant not be charged a standby fee for this special use, but only be charged for the
actual water used through this meter for exterior purposes.
